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Our school is divided into five whanau, each made up of different class levels. This system helps 
promote the caring, family atmosphere we try to foster at our school.

Children are expected to be at school by 9:00am.  A call to the absence line 902 5015 or email 
admin_2@kapanui.school.nz is required if your child is to be late or absent. We recommend you 
download the FREE school app which is available through Google. This is a great way to 
communicate your childôs absence, receive notifications, access school notices and send digital 
permission for trips etc. If we do not hear from you by 9.30am the office staff will send out a text to 
check on your childôs whereabouts. It is important to notify office staff as well as class teacher of 
any absences. 
 
New five year olds stay until 3pm from Day One. An early finish can be arranged if you are concerned 
that your child is getting too tired.

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Children are supervised by class teachers between 12.45pm and 12.55pm. We encourage children 
to take home uneaten items so you are aware of how much they need.  
 
We encourage you to provide healthy snacks and lunches for your children and ask you to use 
reusable containers, not plastic wrap.  No sweets, candy bars or fizzy drinks.
